Glen Wilbur was a former principal in the Lake Central School District for 34 years.  
(Lake Central was renamed Madison Central in 1999.)  Wilbur taught at Lincoln 
Elementary and was Principal at Washington Elementary, Madison Junior High and 
Madison High School.  These scholarships will be awarded to MHS seniors planning 
to attend college or university to major in education.  Highest consideration will be 
given for applicants who demonstrate active participation in school and 
community activities.  A minimum GPA of 3.0 is required.
